1. PARTIES: This agreement between , hereafter
called LANDLORD, and COLDWELL BANKER SUNSTARREALTY, INC.,or COLDWELL BANKERMORRIS

REALTY, INC., hereafter called BROKER, whereby LANDLORD appoints BROKER, EXCLUSIVE AGENT, to

rent, lease, operate, control, and manage the following property:

The property includes the entire premises in full UNLESS any areas such as shed(s), storage closets,
garages, attics, crawl spaces, other storage areas, or rooms that are specificaly excluded by the
LANDLORD inwriting. LANDLORD will providefour (4) full sets of keys, plustwo (2) sets of mailbox
keys, and two (2) garage door openers, if garage door opener is present.

2. TERM: It is mutually agreed by and between the parties, their assigns, and their estate, that this
EXCLUSIVE RENTAL MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT shall remain in full force and effect until
termination pursuant to the terms of this paragraph. The term shall begin on the day of

, 200__, will be in effect for ONE (1) year, and will automatically renew for
successive year periods at the anniversary date, so long as there has not been at least a THIRTY (30) day
WRITTEN notice, prior to the next term given by either party to terminate. This termination notice is
effective when actua physical receipt by party receiving notice is received. In the event LANDLORD
terminatesthis Agreement, BROK ER shall continueto receivetherenta commission set forth below aslong
as Tenant(s) placed on the property by BROKER shall remain in the unit. In the event this Agreement is
terminated, the BROKER' S rights provided for in paragraphs thirteen (13) and fourteen (14) shall survive
such termination. All monies expended by BROKER shall be paid to BROKER prior to this cancellation
and BROKER is authorized to withhold any sumsowed to BROKER from monies held prior to the final
disbursement to LANDLORD. An additiona cancellation fee of One Hundred dollars ($100) will be
charged to LANDLORD, should LANDLORD terminate this Agreement without thirty (30) days written
notice to BROKER. BROKER reserves the right to terminate this Agreement with Thirty (30) days
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WRITTEN noticeto LANDLORD at anytime, or immediately with WRITTEN or VERBAL noticeif the
property is vacant, or in the opinion of the BROKER'S legal counsel, the LANDLORD’S actions or
inactions are illegal, improper, or jeopardize the safety or welfare of any Tenant(s) or other persons.
BROKER may, at itsoption, continueto hold LANDLORD liablefor any commissionsdue or monies owed
BROKER if Tenant(s) remain in property after such termination by BROKER.

3. RENTALS: BROKER will use his best efforts to lease or rent with the following terms:

LONG TERM LEASES (six (6) months or longer): Tenant(s) before occupancy, shall have paid any
prorated rent, the first month’s rent, plus a minimum of one (1) month’s rent as a Security Deposit. Any,
deviation from these terms must be agreed upon by all partiesin WRITING. LANDLORD agreesto hold
BROKER harmless for any failure to secure a Tenant(s) for LANDLORD, any cancellation by Tenant(s),
and/or failureto collect any rents or monies due from Tenant(s) for any reason.

SHORT TERM LEASES (lessthan six (6) months): Utilitiesareto beturned onintheLandlord sname,
and for SEASONAL units, LANDLORD is responsible to provide the basic telephone service, alimited
amount of water, electric, and cable service per month, cable type as specified in Property Designation (see
attached). Short term Tenant(s), before occupancy, shall have paid any prorated rent, thefirst month’ srent,
plusa Security Deposit. Any, deviation from these terms must be agreed upon by all partiesin WRITING.
LANDLORD agreesto hold BROKER harmlessfor any failureto securea Tenant(s) for LANDLORD, any
cancellation by Tenant(s), and/or failure to collect any rents or monies due from Tenant(s) for any reason.

Rental rates will be the current market rate or the rate mutually agreed upon by all parties. LANDLORD
appoints BROKER, BROKER'S AGENT, or RENTAL ASSOCIATE to signinits behalf on al rentals.
Late charges of fees owed by any Tenant(s) shall be collected at the discretion of BROKER, and BROKER
SHALL RETAIN ANY LATE FEES. BROKER shall be entitled to a rental commission from al rent
monies collected and shall retain any charges deemed “additional rent” or feesin the lease agreement.

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DEPOSITS: A Security Deposit shall be collected from each new Tenant(s) in the sum of

$ and shall beheldinthe BROKER’ SPROPERTY MANAGEMENT EXCROW ACCOUNT,
which is a non-interest bearing account. In the event a prospective Tenant places a good faith or holding
deposit with BROKER and Fails to take possession, said deposit, or portion thereof, if retained, shall be
disbursed 50% to LANDLORD and 50% to BROKER.

4. BOOKING: To avoid booking conflicting Occupancies, LANDLORD must specify in WRITING those
time periods for his own and /or Landlord’s guest(s) use of the premises, prior to BROKER having
negotiated arental. Inthe event LANDLORD places Tenant(s) in the premises or movesinto the premises
while this agreement is in effect and this action results in a conflict with a prior booking by BROKER,
LANDLORD agreesto beheld liablefor any and all damages suffered by displaced Tenant(s) and agreesto
pay for any rent or fee amounts displaced Tenant(s) may pay in another unit over an above what Tenant(s)
would have paid had LANDLORD not created aconflict. LANDLORD agreesto indemnify BROKER and
its Agents for al damages and attorney’s fees in the event Tenant(s) institutes any litigation over a
LANDLORD-caused booking conflict.

5. FEES, INSURANCE, and TAXES. LANDLORD shall pay direct any condominium maintenance fees,
taxes, insurance, and charges as set out in paragraph (7) hereafter.

AS AN ADDITIONAL INSURED ON ALL POLICIES. LANDLORD agrees to and does hereby
indemnify and hold harmless BROK ER, its Employees, Agents, and Assignsfrom any and all claims, suits,
damage costs, |osses, and expenses arising from any injury to persons and/or property occurring on or about
thepremises. LANDLORD agreesto indemnify BROKER for any damages suffered asaresult of any lapse
in or failure by LANDLORD to maintain insurance coverage.

6. UTILITIES:

Tenant(s).

LANDLORD agrees to provide the following: Electric Water/Sewer Gas Local
Telephone Pool Service Pest Control (Interior) Cable __ L awn (pest & fertilizer)
Shrub and Tree (pest & fertilizer) __ Lawn, Trees & Shrub Maintenance (cutting, edging, & trimming).

LAWN AND POOL CARE, PEST CONTROL, CABLE SERVICE: TheLANDLORD will provide
pool and lawn care to include; lawn, trees and shrub care, chemical treatment of lawn, trees, and
shrubs. Landlord will provideinterior pest control. Landlord will providecable TV serviceor Dish
TV. These expenses can be included in the rent or be in addition to the rent. However, the
responsibility of payment isthat of the owner.

7. CONDOMINIUMS: Inacondominium unit, thelease shall be subject to the Declaration of Condominium
pertaining thereto and the Rules and Regulations of the Association and Board of Directors there under.
Further, LANDLORD shall beresponsible for payment of any recreation, land, and/or any other fees, fines
levied by the Association, or assessments and LANDLORD agreesto indemnify BROKER for payment of
same. Inthe event Tenant(s) failsto comply with the Rules and Regulations and the Association or Board
leviesfinesor assessmentsagainst LANDLORD, LANDLORD agreesBROKER isinnoway liablefor the
payment of any fines, fees or assessments.

8. FURNISHING INVENTORY: LANDLORD shall deliver acopy of the Furnishings Inventory or, inthe
alternate, pay BROKER One Hundred dollars ($100) to providethesame. ItistheLandlord’ sresponsibility
to keep theinventory current. BROKER is not responsible for items missing, lost, or damaged under any
circumstances, including but not limited to, theft, vandalism, or negligence of Tenant(s) or their guests.
LANDLORD isasoto deliver copiesto BROKER of any service contracts or warranties that exist, if any.
If no service contracts or warranties are received, BROKER shall assume none exist. LANDLORD will
provide four (4) full sets of keys, plus two (2) mailbox keys to BROKER. In unfurnished units,
LANDLORD will provide window trestments and their hardware.

9. LEASING AND MANAGEMENT: BROKER is given the exclusive right to screen and approve or
disapprove prospective Tenant(s), to deliver, on LANDLORD’ Sbehalf, any default noticesto Tenant(s) as
may be necessary. Any Legal Notices, Institution of Eviction or damage proceedings against Tenant(s),
through the courts or otherwise, must be taken by LANDLORD individually, or with the WRITTEN
permission of LANDLORD, BROKER shall hire an attorney to perform the eviction. Costs and attorney’s
feesto evict Tenant(s), or otherwise, will be paid by LANDLORD in advance and PROPERTY -OWNER
agreesto hold BROK ER harmlessfor same. In the event tenant(s) vacate voluntarily or involuntarily owing
rent monies due under the terms of the lease or any renewals, and, if these monies are collected in whole or
partinthefuture, LANDLORD agreesthat BROKER isentitled to acommission on any moniesreceivedin
the percentage as set forth below and agreesto remit sameto BROKER. LANDLORD warrantsthat the unit

BROKER OR BROKER'SAGENT ISGIVEN THE AUTHORITY TO SIGN ALL LEASES.

BROKER'SAUTHORITY: BROKER is granted by LANDLORD the right to inspect the property at
such times as BROKER deems necessary, to collect all rental and other funds that may be due to
LANDLORD, to cooperate with other BROKER(S) as BROKER may seefit, to require releases from all
parties in the event of a controversy before disbursing funds and to do all those things BROKER deems
necessary for the efficient management of the property.

REPAIRS/ADDITIONAL INVENTORY: BROKER is given the right to spend in the amount not to
exceed Three Hundred dollars ($300) in any one (1) month to purchase items, make repairs, housekeeping,
and pay for same out of LANDLORD’S funds, and if inadequate, LANDLORD shall be billed for the
difference. In case of emergency, (i.e.: air conditioning, heat, refrigerator, range, plumbing) or any other
repair deemed as asafety measure for Tenant(s), BROK ER hasthe authority to institute repairsevenif over
Three Hundred dollars ($300). LANDLORD agreesto hold BROK ER harmlessfor any/all damages caused
by Tenant(s). BROKER will arrange for al repairs, inspections, maintenance, and cleaning through their
Customer Service Department, unless LANDLORD has notified BROKER in WRITING prior to the
commencement of repairs to use someone LANDLORD has selected, and LANDLORD makes
arrangementswith third party direct. LANDLORD agreesto pay third party direct, and shall indemnify and
hold BROKER harmless. IFANY WARRANTIES OR SERVICE AGREEMENTSFOR REPAIRSEXIST,
BROKER MUST BE FURNISHED WITH A COPY OF THE AGREEMENT EACH YEAR IT IS
RENEWED. Without a copy of the renewal, THE BROKER WILL ASSUME NONE EXISTS.

Additional Fee: Intheevent LANDLORD requests BROKER to meet delivery or repair/service providers
at the property, (including, but not limited to appliance delivery, cable, television, insurance adjusters)
LANDLORD may be charged Fifty Dollars ($50) for each appointment at the property.

DAMAGES, MISSING ITEMS, WARRANTIES. BROKER is not responsible for damages to the
premises or items missing, switched out, lost or damaged under any circumstances, including but notlimited
to, theft, vandalism, or negligence of tenant (s) or their guests. In the event tenant(s) damagethe premisesor
owes any moniesto the LANDLORD, BROKER isgiven the exclusive authority to DETERMINE IN ITS
PROFESSIONAL JUDGEMENT, THEAMOUNT DUE, CHARGE THE tenant accordingly and/or settle
with the tenant(s) upon advise of BROKER'’ S legal counsel. BROKER is given the power to make claims
upon the security deposit on behalf of LANDLORD and BROKER shall not be held liablefor any failureto
make claim(s) on any damages, which were not readily apparent to BROKER. LANDLORD is also to
deliver copiesto BROKER of any service contracts or warrantiesthat exist, if any. If no service contractsor
warranties are received, BROKER shall assume none exist.

If the
existing Tenant(s) remainsfor any additional term(s) or time periods after theinitia term, the fee shall
remain fifteen (15) per cent of gross monthsrent, according to lease; plusaonetime property set-up fee
of $100 which includes photos, website set-up, accounting set- up, lockbox when vacant (fee to be
deducted from first month’ s rent)

(B) SHORT TERM RENTALS (three (3) months, but less than six (6) months): Shall have a rental
commission of fifteen (15) per cent of gross months rent; plus a one time property set-up fee of $100
which includes photos, website set-up, accounting set-up, lockbox when vacant (fee to be deducted
from firsts month’s rent)

(C) BROKER SUPPLIED TENANT(S) WITH NO MANAGEMENT (FINDER’S FEE
AGREEMENT): Commission shall be equal to one month’srent or, if for less than twelve months,
apro-rated fractional amount will be due as commission.

LANDL ORD agrees to pay BROKER according to the above schedule during the Tenant(s) continuing
occupancy together with any renewals or extensions thereof, or for any new lease or rental between the
parties. All Short Term Rental Agreements, agreed to, and confirmed with LANDLORD must be honored
by LANDLORD including, but not limited to, the sale of the unit, as well as termination of the
EXCLUSIVERENTAL MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT after LANDLORD has accepted future bookings.
